


Aim:





God wants us to be people filled with hope (Romans 15:13). 


This is a song of victory and of hope.


Read Exodus 15:1-18





The song gives us clues about God’s guidance.





1) How far are we prepared to go in letting God guide?





What does it mean to put God first in all our decisions? Is there anyone in your group who is facing a significant decision and waiting on God for guidance? How can you as a group walk with them in this?





2) What things do we need to let go?





As we let go of our securities, we need to trust God more. However, we don’t trust God without question. Sometimes it is healthy to be asking God. Look at the questions the Psalmist poses e.g. Psalm 79:5: 80:4 (What does the Psalmist do with his questions?)





3) How much time are we prepared to give?





Our walk with God is not just a Sunday thing. We need to rely on him daily.





4) How often are we prepared to listen?





God is a 24/7 God. He gave the pillar of fire by night and the cloud by day to be a permanent reminder to them of his presence with them.








Review


Think back over the last six weeks as we have traced the life of Moses. 


What has stood out to you most? 


What evidence can you see of God’s hand on Moses from birth, through his childhood, into adulthood and exile in Midian, his return to Egypt and finally to the Exodus, crossing the Red Sea and the final defeat of Pharaoh?





The Song





This is the first time we have a song in the Bible. 


There will be singing in heaven. One of those songs will be the song of Moses the servant of God and the song of the Lamb. Read Revelation 15:3-4. What parallels can you see between the two songs?


As they sang this song, they rehearsed before God all the wonderful things he had done for them. 


Why is singing important to us as Christians? 





Read through the song again. Find some paper and draw three columns listing the following: 


a) What does the song say about God? 


b) What does it say about the wonderful things God has done?


c) What does it say about what God is going to do?











5) How disciplined are we in reading God’s word?





We can go into God’s holy presence with boldness (see Hebrews 10:19), however, that does not mean we lose t he sense of awe and reverence in his presence. 





6) At what level is our anticipation of Jesus’ return?





How clear a picture do you have of where God is taking us as his people? God will reign over a new creation and we will be singing a song of victory.
